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CITIZENSHIP AND POLITICAL APATHY: CAUSES AND
CONSEQUENCES

Abstract

32 frozen, fragile years in anticipation of a democratic social system. An unfulfilled void that persists, despite
expectations, efforts, the democratization of life, and as time passes, everything remains behind. Our country
has experienced difficult years, awaiting a better democratic life. Since the inauguration of pluralism, with all
the enthusiasm of citizens, even those idealists who truly believed that with the democratic order, a more
prosperous, free life would be established, and citizens would be more equal in society, before the law,
justice, and the like. A long and arduous journey that we otherwise call social transition, a transition that
continues even today, and is followed by the echo of a not-so-distant past. Our people, our citizens, continue
to remember the past because from this present, they see nothing, not even democracy and democratic values.
They expected democracy, which replaced the one-minded system, to bring us more freedom, equality,
justice, stability, well-being, social equality, employment, quality education, and healthcare, but from this,
nothing. In its most hostile form, democracy through political parties brought us scandals, crimes, corruption,
seizures, thefts, abuses, murders, imprisonments, loud revolutions, conflicts, oligarchy, civic and political
impunity, sale of social property, emigration of workers, impoverishment, depopulation, youth emigration,
and similar.

So, we are in endless anticipation of democracy because we are far from it.

All this uninspiring situation of the transitional phase is also linked to numerous political
problems (crises, scandals, corruption, tenders, usurpations, amnesties, politicization, and
partisanship of all institutions), social issues (social instability, the creation of social strata,
lack of security, party employments), and economic challenges (developmental stagnation,
economic uncertainty, lack of job opportunities for young people, coping with crises in food
and energy prices, etc.) that Macedonia faces every day. They make me somewhat skeptical
about a bright, peaceful, and sustainable future because in our country, we lack an efficient
and qualitative judicial system; it is entirely politicized and partisan, and blatantly corrupted.
The same path is followed by education, health, culture, and similar sectors regarding the
sustainable development of the state.

| believe that, before we contemplate and present different theories about building an
advanced democratic society, we should first clean our yard, leave the past behind, look
forward, and then fulfill the conditions for the desired development. We need to shape the
new professional generations that will sustain this society, and above all, we must educate our
population with a sense of responsibility and necessity for creating and maintaining such a
society and state, because otherwise, there is no end in sight for us.

The luxury held by political parties as formulators of development policies should first and
foremost be earned and properly correlated with every social and economic development
within our state. The regressive history of communism for the Albanians in Macedonia and
the contribution of Albanians, along with the Party for Democratic Prosperity founded on
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April 15, 1990, in the transformation and progress of the Albanians, has made me never be
detached from politics. Right-wing philosophy is part of my belief.

e The Premises

1. Our society needs peace

2. The risk to well-being enables the citizen to lose moral legitimacy.

3. Civic disobedience is primarily associated with a political and ideological
division.

4. Civic obedience creates the polarization of national and political citizens.

e Approach and Aspects

The transition of society from a monist system to a pluralist democratic system and the
construction of a democratic society opened the way for Albanians to exercise the right and
freedom to express their thoughts freely, the right to freedom and equality, as well as the right
to economic, educational, social, cultural equality, etc.

Albanian Political Philosophy has begun. At the same time, the construction of a democratic
society enabled the right to express political citizenship.

Freed from the communist impasse, the Albanians in Macedonia gained the right to
participate in political decision-making. The formation of the PDP (Party for Democratic
Prosperity) and and PDP (Party for Democratic Progress) contributed to articulating the
political interests of the Albanians. In the first pluralistic parliamentary elections in 1990, 23
Albanian deputies were elected, and Albanians also participated in the executive branch of
Macedonia. However, Macedonian parties such as IMRO-DPMNU (Internal Macedonian
Revolutionary Organization — Democratic Party for Macedonian National Unity), which
acted as the opposition, and SDUM (Social Democratic Union of Macedonia), which formed
the parliamentary majority together with PDP, were in significant opposition.

Despite PPD's participation in the government, its actions were mainly oppositional. This
happened for several reasons:

e Macedonian deputies and their parties expressed negative and dismissive attitudes
towards Albanians. There were even increasing demands to ban and remove PDP
from the registry.?

o Anything related to the rights and freedoms of Albanians, such as the right to use their
mother tongue, was rejected.

e The right to use the national flag was not supported.

« They did not support the implementation of education in the Albanian language.

e The status of Albanians as a nation-state was not accepted by Macedonians, etc.

These and many other issues, legitimate and objective requests of the Albanians, were denied,
and for these reasons, there was political non-accountability of Albanian deputies and
ministers as well as civic non-accountability.

22 Firstly, in the Constitutional Court, a procedure was initiated to assess the constitutionality of the registration of the PDP (Party for
Democratic Prosperity) with the number 241-90, dated April 15, 1991.

Secondly, a petition was submitted to the Parliament of Macedonia with number 41-1612-1, dated April 29, 1991, requesting the prohibition
of the PPD and PDP by a citizen from Bogdanci, Gjevgjeli, Dojran, Stojakovo, Gjavato, Bogorodica, and Cernica with 3770 signatures.
There were demands for the deregistration of the PDP, claiming that it operated from positions of Albanian nationalism, from other entities
such as:

®  Macedonian United Society of W.A. (Inc) with number ZC-1 dated February 18, 1991
e  Councilors of the Municipality of Veles with number 01-522-1 dated February 7, 1991
e  MAAK dated January 30, 1991

®  Sojuz na komunisti-dvizhenje za Jugosllavija, Prilep, dated February 14, 1991
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Civic accountability became a tool to express and oppose the policy of injustice and violence
against the Albanians.

Protests were a form through which demands for freedom, equality, democracy, and similar
ideals were expressed.

How was the political non-compliance expressed by Albanian deputies and party structures?
The political non-compliance of Albanian deputies was expressed during the vote for Mr.
Kiro Gligorov as the president of the state. In the first vote, it was noted that out of the 23
Albanian deputies, none had voted for the president. This raised concerns within the coalition
partner SDUM (Social Democratic Union of Macedonia).

In the repetition of election after a month, Mr. Kiro Gligorov won the majority of votes of
2/3, but again, 15 Albanian deputies did not vote for him.

This political dissent raised accusations and counter-accusations in public opinion, within the
government coalition, as well as within party structures. Why did Albanian deputies have
reservations about the SDUM presidential candidate? The deputies had reservations because
it was about a federative leader closely associated with a Serbian politician, and we did not
see in his figure a democrat but a nationalist with Serbian premises. In fact, we had a
distinction between the political and politician concepts. We considered the politician as a
great visionary, democrat, a person without animosity, upright in actions, not a nationalist,
while we thought of the politician as a person with anti-Albanian interests. This was the
reason, and this was demonstrated in his actions and behavior towards the demands of the
Albanians. The political non-observance by Albanian deputies was also reflected in the
voting on the Constitution. Deputies did not vote for the constitution even though they took
an active part in the discussion to improve it. However, their words fell on the deaf ears of the
parliament and the government.

Albanian deputies proposed a large number of amendments for qualitative changes to its text,
which included:

— the definition of the constitutional legal status of Albanians as a state-forming people.

— the determination of the Albanian language as an official language and equal to the

Macedonian language,

— enhancing the political freedom and equality, and civic rights of Albanians,

— the right to establish educational institutions in the Albanian language, etc.
All of these were ignored by Macedonian deputies, and as a result, Albanian deputies did not
vote for the Constitution.
The political and civic non-compliance of Albanian deputies and citizens was evident during
the referendum for the declaration of independence of Macedonia. A referendum is a form of
political and civic declaration by citizens on a significant social issue.
The PDP (Party for Democratic Prosperity) and PDP (Party for Democratic Progress) did not
support this referendum and organized an Albanian referendum for political-territorial
autonomy of Albanians known as lIlirida, which was voted for by 99 percent of Albanian
citizens. However, it remained an unrealized project. What was the meaning of the
referendum for the Albanians? Perhaps it was a demonstration of strength to show how
organized and politically aware we are. Otherwise, for solving problems in society, there are
principles, civilized standards, and democratic agreements. But Macedonian parties and
politics did not respect these and did not show tolerance. Political and civic disobedience was
also expressed during the census of population and households in 1991 when there was
suspicion that the data would be misused and would not be objective, as the government
believed that Albanians constitute 20 percent of the population.? This registration failed

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because it was not objective and created various controversies. Albanian deputies opposed it
and did not vote for the registration law.

The number of Albanians has always been manipulated®, and Albanians were seen as a
concern in the eyes of Macedonian politics.

Macedonian parties did not want to understand that Albanians seek and fight for freedom,
social rights, national equality, solidarity, and tolerance. They tried as much as possible to
diminish their numbers.

Political disobedience was expressed by the citizens and leaders of the two Albanian-majority
municipalities, Tetovo and Gostivar. Their mayors, supported by their party, the Albanian
Democratic Party, in 1997 did not remove the national flag, which waved in front of the
municipal buildings. They did not respect legal norms, and with wild police aggressiveness
on the night of July 9, 1997, the authorities intervened forcefully. In Gostivar, the worst
happened: three Albanians were killed, and dozens were injured in clashes with the police in
defense of the flag. The police action against political dissent resulted in the imprisonment of
the mayors.

Civil and political disobedience was expressed by the entire Albanian population on the
occasion of the establishment of the University of Tetova. This disobedience was massive
with the participation of political parties and Albanian deputies and ministers of the Party for
Democratic Prosperity. The Macedonian authorities were against the establishment of the
university and engaged the police for not allowing gatherings to be held, even when the
lectures were about to start, the government used the police force in Poroj and Mala Rechica,
where a citizen was killed.

Popular disobedience with widespread dimensions in Albanian-populated areas in Macedonia
occurred in 2001 when a well-organized group of Albanian rebels incited an armed conflict
initially for the division of Macedonia. However, very soon, the leaders of the conflict
corrected their project and came out with statements that the military group was fighting for
the national rights and equality of Albanians.

The conflict had widespread dimensions in all the Albanian provinces of Macedonia, but it
was mainly localized in the Skopje and Tetovo regions. The Macedonian government
opposed the forces of Albanian fighters (Kosovo Liberation Army (KLA) with all the forces
and means of combat, police and military to defeat the uprising. There was no direct
confrontation, as the fighting occurred at a distance, but there were significant damages in
Albanian villages, and there were casualties from Macedonian forces.

The armed conflict caused pronounced divisions in society and antagonized relations between
Macedonians and Albanians. This division also affected institutions and their leaders, as well
as politics in general.

The military conflict concluded with the parties sitting down at the table with international
intermediaries and signing the Ohrid Framework Agreement. What happened after signing it?
After the signing of the Ohrid Framework Agreement, artificially, the language of hatred was

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replaced with the language of political rationality, and pronounced polarizations became a
factor for peace. The soldiers who participated in the conflict formed a political party, took
part in elections, and former soldier-deputies engaged in politics. Consequently, they were
transformed from tigers into lambs. It is a major dilemma why the conflict occurred.
The long effort of the PDP is a historical attempt to qualitatively deepen Albanian politics in
achieving equality, freedom, and democracy. If the PDP played its role in the advent of
freedom and democracy, my goal is to work towards deepening the endless rights and
freedoms towards building a strong democracy.
Albanian politicians have shown political irresponsibility in not voting for laws related to the
realization of Albanian rights. Often, parliamentary sessions have been disrupted as a sign of
revolt and dissatisfaction.
What political and civic irresponsibility brings about?
Political and civic audacity, as a means or mechanism of democratic expression against
injustices, demonstrated the democratic and political culture of Albanians. In fact, it
showcased the political philosophy to articulate the challenges faced by the Albanians of that
time. It highlighted several elements:

- rising human, civil and political dignity;

- rejection of unacceptable practices for Albanians and

- the articulation of Albanians’ demands, the promotion of their solutions, and similar

endeavors.

The deputies of the PDP attached special importance to issues of national equality, citizens'
freedoms, economic equality, employment for Albanians, and the adequate representation of
Albanians in state institutions and similar bodies.

Conclusion

In principle, the state should respect certain moral and ethical values and is obligated to
eliminate the language of hatred. Divisions and polarizations in our society, especially in the
last three decades, are pronounced. This is because the authorities demonstrate police force
against Albanians.

Albanian political actions were mature and did not reflect radicalism. The Macedonian
authorities-imposed radicalization on us, claiming that you have everything. What do you
lack? Meanwhile, they themselves showed resentment in accepting Albanian demands. Such
thinking and the philosophy of Macedonian politics created conditions for radicalization and
political and civic deafness.

PPD-ja dhe PDP-ja nuk e pérkrahén kété referendum dhe realizuan referendumin shgiptaré
pér autonominé politike-teritoriale té shqiptaréve e njohur si llirida, e cila u votua me 99
pérgind té votave té qytetaréve shqiptaré. Por ajo mbeti projekt i parealizuar. C’kuptim pati
referendumi pér shqiptarét? Ndoshta ishte njé demonstrim i forcés pér té treguar se sa jemi, se
jemi té organizuar e me koncepte politike. Pérndryshe, pér zgjidhjen e problemeve né shogéri
ekzistojné parime, standarde civilizuese, marréveshje demokratike. Por partité dhe politika
magedonase nuk i respektonte kéto dhe nuk tregonte toleranceé.
Padégjueshméria politike dhe gytetare u shpreh edhe me rastin e regjistrimit té popullsisé dhe
amvisérive mé 1991 kur dyshohej se té dhénat do té keqpérdoren dhe nuk do té jené objektive
sepse pushteti mendonte se shqiptarét jané 20%.2 Ky regjistrim déshtoi sepse ishte joobjektiv
dhe krijoi hipoteka té ndryshme. Deputetét shqgiptaré e kundérshtuan dhe nuk e votuan ligjin
pér regjistrim.
Me numrin e shgiptaréve gjithnjé éshté manipuluar® dhe shqiptarét ishin halé né sy pér
politikén magedonase.

Tetovés dhe e Gostivarit, kryetarét e té cilave té pérkrahur nga partia e tyre PDSH mé 1997
nuk hogén flamurin kombétar, i cili valvonte para ndértesave té komunave, nuk respektuan
normat ligjore dhe pushteti me njé agresivitet té egér policor natén e 9 korrikut 1997
intervenoi me forcé dhe né Gostivar ndodhi mé e kegja u vrané tre shqiptar dhe u plagosén
dhjetra té tjeré né pérleshjen me policiné pér mbrojtjen e flamurit. Akcioni policor ndaj
padégjueshmérisé politike rezultoi me burgosjen e kryetaréve té komunave.

Padégjueshméri qytetare dhe politike shprehi e téré popullata shqiptare me rastin e themelimit
té Universitetit t€ Tetovés. Kjo padégjueshméri ishte masovike me pjesémarrjen edhe té
partive politike dhe deputetéve e ministrave shqiptaré té PPD-sé. Pushteti magedonas ishte
kundér themelimit té universitetit dhe angazhoi policiné pér moslejimin e mbajtjeve té
tubimeve, madje me rastin e nisjes sé ligjératave pushteti pérdori forcén policore né Poroj dhe
Recicé té Vogél ku mbeti i vraré njé qytetar.

Padégjueshméri popullore me pérmasa té gjera né hapésirat shqiptare né Magedoni ndodhi né
vitin 2001, kur njé grup miré i organizuar luftarak shqiptar nxiti konfliktin ushtarak fillimisht
pér ndarjen e Magedonisé, por shumé shpejt udhéheqésit e konfliktit e korrigjuan projektin e
tyre dhe dolén me komunikata se grupi ushtarak lufton pér té drejta dhe barazi kombétare té
shqiptaréve.

Konflikti pati pérmasa té gjera né té gjitha viset shqiptare t& Magedonisé por kryesisht ai u
lokalizua né Rajonin e Shkupit dhe té Tetovés. Pushteti magedonas iu kundérvu forcave té
luftétaréve shqiptar (UCK-s&) me té gjitha forcat dhe mjetet luftarake policore e ushtarake pér
ta mposhtur kryengritjen. Ballafaqim té drejtpérdrejté nuk pati, luftohej né largési, por déme
né fshatrat shqiptare pati shumé si dhe pati té vraré nga forcat magedonase.

Konflikti | armatosur shkaktoi ndarje té theksuar né shogéri dhe i antagonizoi marrédhéniet
mes magedonasve dhe shqiptaréve. Por kjo ndarje preku edhe institucionet dhe udhéhegésité
e tyre si dhe politikén né térési.

Konflikti ushtarak u pérmbyll me uljen né tavoliné té paléve me ndérmjetésues ndérkombétar
dhe nénshkrimin e Marveshjes Kornizé té Ohrit.

Cka ndodhi pas nénsshkrimit té saj? Aurtificialisht gjuha e urrejtjes u zévendésua me gjuhén e
racionalitetit politik, polarizimet e theksuara u béné faktoré i pages, ushtarét pjesémarrés né
konflikt formuan parti politike, morrén pjesé né zgjedhje dhe deputetét ish ushtar ia mésyen
politikés. Késisoji ata nga tigra u transformuan né gingja. Eshté dilemé e madhe pse ndodhi
konflikti.

Pérpjekja e gjaté PPD-sé éshté njé pérpjekje historike pér thellime cilésore té politikés
shqiptare né realizimin e barazisé, lirisé dhe demokracisé. Né qofté se PPD-ja pati rolin e saj
né ardhjen e lirisé e demokracisé, uné pata géllim dhe punoj né thellimin e té drejtave dhe
lirive dhe drejt ndértimit té demokracisé sé forté.

Padégjueshmeéri politike deputetét shqiptaré kané treguar né mosvotimin e ligjeve gé kishin té
bénin me realizimin e té drejtave shqgiptare.
